This is
where you will take the Supplemental courses. MassRef is the state of Massachusetts
governing body for laws of the game, and this will be where the main courses are taken for
certification.

Boston Area Youth Soccer will be the website that you use the most once you are certified.
Here, you can accept games and submit game reports at the beginning and end of each week.

This is the direct connection that you will have with your town of Norwood, and the Norwood
Youth Soccer Program.
